Re: Automated Garbage Collection Service

Dear Resident:

Depending on the delivery of our automated garbage truck, we are planning to launch an automated
solid waste collection service in your area beginning in September 2010. Automated solid waste
collection systems are more cost effective; reducing our existing 3-man crew to a 1-man crew. Other
savings to the City and its residents will be a significant reduction in Workers’ Compensation injury
claims. This new system will improve efficiency and safety, and is more sanitary than our bag
collection system. As an added bonus, it's also more aesthetically pleasing.

Under this new system, the City will provide each resident that is currently collected curbside with one
or two containers, based on the enclosed form. Each resident will have a one time opportunity to
choose between a 65 and 95 gallon container. If a resident desires to have an additional container,
then the resident will be charged an additional fee of $5.00 per month which will be included on your
water bill. These solid waste containers are the property of the City of Boca Raton. Each container
is numbered and assigned to a specific address. If you move, the container must stay at the current
address. Please see the reverse side of this notice for additional container information.

Residential solid waste will continue to be collected two times per week. Since the driver will not exit
the truck to collect loose items, all waste must be placed inside the container(s). Loose bags or
boxes will NOT be collected. However, residents may place recycling/vegetation/bulk material
outside of the container (at least 5 feet away) on the regular scheduled recycling/vegetation/bulk pick

up day.

Each resident has thirty days to return the enclosed form. If the form is not returned by June 30,
2010, the resident will be provided with one 95 gallon container.
